Chinese and building of an inclusive campus

We have taken comprehensive measures to help non-Chinese speaking
students at Wing Kwong College to increase their Chinese proficiency. For
example, they are tutored in basic Chinese grammar, knowledge about Classical
Chinese and homework and study skills by our Chinese Teaching Assistant after
school.

In addition, our school’s Community Youth Club has organised a range of
activities to raise students’ awareness of ethnic minorities in Hong Kong. For
instance, workshops on ‘Ice-breaking with ethnic minorities’ allow students to
get to know more about the ethnic minority groups and their lifestyles. With a
view to building an inclusive school culture, ethnic minority groups are also
invited to visit our school and exchange with our students culturally.
